4 The net operating result as at 30 June 2025 is an unfavourable variance of $13,041,636 (668.40%) against 
budget. The following information is provided on key aspects of Council’s year to date financial performance: 

Operating Income Actuals for the Year An unfavourable variance of 4,297,938 (8.12%) 
 End of Year Forecasts An unfavourable variance of $6,232,418 (11.77%) 

 

Operating Income Variances Previously Reported to Council 

5 The full year Net User Charges of $36,833,478 is below the budget by $5,956,859 (13.92%). The variance is 
attributed to lower Class IV tonnages received than anticipated. 

6 The full year forecast for Net User Charges is below the annual budget by $8,283,126 (19.36%). This variance 
is attributable to lower than budgeted tonnages forecast on Class IV waste to be disposed at the RHWMF.  

7 The full year Special Charges of $741,238 is below the budget by $92,168 (11.06%). This variance is due to 
lower Class III tonnages received from Member Councils resulting in lower Comprehensive Waste Education 
Strategy (CWES) levy received from Member Councils.  

8 The full year forecast for Special Charges is below the annual budget by $130,206 (15.62%). This variance is 
attributable to lower than budgeted tonnages forecast of Class III to be received from Member Councils. This is 
due to the commencement of FOGO.  

9 The full year Secondary Waste Charge is below the budget by $562,060 (47.58%). Following the resolution of 
the council meeting on 22 August 2024, the Secondary Waste Charge has been temporarily suspended from 
1 September 2024. Subsequently, at the council meeting on 27 March 2025, it was decided that the Secondary 
Waste Charge would be permanently discontinued. This has resulted in the Secondary Waste Charge being 
below budget.   

10 The full year forecast for the Secondary Waste Charge is below the annual budget by $562,059 (47.58%). This 
is due to the temporarily suspense of the Secondary Waste Charge from 1 September 2024 until the end of the 
2024/2025 financial year following the resolution of the Council meeting on 22 August 2024. 

11 The full year Interest on Municipal Cash Investments of $1,605,661 is above the budget by $1,443,093 (887.69%) 
due to the higher investment rate achieved (4.92% average interest vs 4.43% budgeted) and higher available 
funds for investments. 

12 The full year forecast for Interest on Municipal Cash Investments has been forecast to be above the budget by 
$1,482,012 (911.63%) due to the higher in investment rates achieved during the year and the higher available 
funds for investments. 
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13 The full year Interest on Restricted Cash Investments of $2,237,213 is above the budget by $919,757 (69.81%). 
The variance is attributed to a higher balance in Restricted Cash Investments. 

14 The full year forecast for Interest on Restricted Cash Investments has been forecast to be above the budget by 
$728,036 (55.26%). The variance is attributed to movements in restricted reserves and a higher balance in 
Restricted Cash Investments. 

15 The full year Proceeds from Sales of Assets of $201,500 is below the budget by $123,500 (38%) mainly attributed 
to the timing of plant and fleet vehicle disposals. 

16 The full year forecast for Proceeds from Sale of Assets of $140,591 has been forecast to be $184,409 (56.74%) 
below the budget of $325,000. This variance relates to the timing on the disposal of fleet vehicles. 

Operating Income Variances not previously reported to Council 

17 There were no further significant Operating Income variances as at 30 June 2025. 

Operating Expenditure Actuals for the Year An overspend variance of $8,743,698 (17.15%) 
With a Work In Progress write off of $20,704,335  

 End of Year Forecasts An underspend variance of $8,608,888 (16.89%) 

 

Operating Expenditure Variances Previously Reported to Council 

18 The full year Salary Expenses of $15,013,184 is $1,777,102 (10.58%) below the budget. This variance relates 
to budgeted positions yet to be filled together with unfilled vacant positions. 

19 The full year forecast for Salary Expenses is below the annual budget by $1,920,372 (11.44%). The variance is 
attributable to the timing of filling vacant positions and budgeted positions that will not to be filled by year end.   

20 The full year Contract Expenses is $1,766,624 (15.37%) lower than the budget. The variance is due to lower 
consulting fees spent ($807,966) and lower contract material and labour expenses spent in Waste Transfer 
Station ($1,580,491) compared to the budgeted amounts. This was offset by an increase in labour hire expenses 
($774,294) due to unfilled vacant positions under Salary Expenses. 

21 The full year Material Expenses of $1,729,882 is $334,827 (16.22%) lower than budget of $2,064,709 due to the 
timing of variance projects from different business units. Areas where the expenditures are lower than budget for 
various business units include the Office of the CEO ($115,260), Business Support ($102,771), Sustainability 
($70,279) and Operations ($46,517).  

22 The full year Fuel Expenses of $1,601,133 is $388,285 (19.52%) below the budget. The variance is attributed to 
lower purchase price of diesel fuel compared to budget. 
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23 The full year forecast for Interest Expenses is $280,254 above the budget. The variance is attributable to the 
adjustment in the estimated unwinding of discount on Post Closure and Site Rehabilitation Provisions in response 
to the change in the Consumer Price Index (CPI).   

24 The full year Insurance Expenses is $215,777 (35.34%) above the budget of $610,639 due to adjustment charges 
received for insurance premium for Waste Transfer Station from previous financial year. 

25 The full year forecast for Insurance Expenses is $239,039 above the budget of $610,639. The variance is due to 
an additional insurance premium required for Waste Transfer Station. 

26 The full year Depreciation Expenses of $7,341,142 is $1,878,559 (34.39%) above the budget. The major variance 
relates to the higher cell usage as a result of additional commercial and non-member Council tonnages received.  

27 The full year Miscellaneous Expenses is below the budget by $9,643,286 (86.25%). The primary variances 
pertain to the gate fee payments to East Rockingham Waste to Energy. The project delay has resulted in a 
delayed in gate fee payments. 

28 The full year forecast for Miscellaneous Expenses has been forecast to be $9,405,589 (84.12%) below the 
budget of $11,180,783. The principal variances are due to lower than budgeted expenditure in the following 
areas: 
 Disposal charges associated with the East Rockingham Waste to Energy Project (ERWTE) by $8.99m; 
 Software acquisition expenses by $148k due to the requirements of new system are not essential to our 

current operations; 
 Council rates and charges expenses by $53k; 
 Internet service provider expenses by $51k; 
 Airfare and travel expenses by $49k; and 
 Accommodation and meal expenses by $39k. 
This is offset by Miscellaneous Expenses higher than budget in the following areas: 
 Membership and subscription expenses of $18k. 

29 The full year forecast for Provision Expenses is $1,787,374 above the budget of $617,260. The variance relates 
to the adjustment in the estimated of future value of Post Closure and Site Rehabilitation Provisions in response 
to the change in the Consumer Price Index (CPI) and the updated costs following the recent review. 

30 The full year Carrying Amount of Assets Disposal of $482,758 is above the budget by $230,997 (91.75%) mainly 
attributed to the timing of plant and fleet vehicle disposals. 

31 The full year forecast for Carrying Amount of Assets Disposal of $180,615 has been forecast to be $71,146 
(28.26%) below the budget of $251,761. This variance relates to the timing on the disposal of fleet vehicles. 

Operating Expenditure Variances not previously reported to Council 

32 The Work-In-Progress write off of $20,704,335 is related to capital projects that has been cancelled or deferred 
to a near future date without a definitive timeframe.  

33 There were no further significant Operating Expenditure variances as at 30 June 2025. 

Other Comprehensive Income Actuals for the Year An adjustment of $23,584,618 
 End of Year Forecasts An adjustment of $12,238,929 
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34 The full year forecast for Revaluation of Assets/Accumulated Depreciation Reversal is $12,238,929 above the 
budget. The variance is attributable to the adjustment in the estimated costs on Post Closure and Site 
Rehabilitation Provisions following the recent review in accordance with the 4 year cycle as adopted by the 
Council.   

Other Comprehensive Income Variances not previously reported to Council 

35 The adjustment on Revaluation of Assets/ Accumulated Depreciation Reversal of $23,584,618 is related to the 
asset revaluations that are required for the year end in accordance with Council policy 3.1 for Annual Financial 
Reporting Policy and Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996 (r.17A(4)). 

36 There were no significant Other Comprehensive Income variances as at 30 June 2025.

48 The remaining work for the sewer line connection has continued into 2024/2025 due to the delay from the 

supplier. Therefore, the cost that was budgeted in 2023/2024 is required to be carried forward as an adjustment 
in 2024/2025 forecast.

49 The Statement of Financial Position shows the overall impact of actual balances compared with budget 
provisions and end of year forecasts for operating and capital works activities. 

50 Total Equity as at 30 June 2025 totals $177,233,088. This is an increase of $18,693,620 from the 30 June 2024 
equity of $158,539,468. 

51 The increase is from the surplus result of $13,911,227 from the Comprehensive Income Statement as at 30 June 
2025 and an adjusted discount of $4,782,393 from the valuation of the payout of equity shares. 

52 It has been forecasted that Total Equity as at 30 June 2025 will be below the original budget of $160,635,222 by 
$5,080,065. 

Statement of Cash and Investments (refer Attachment 4) 

53 The level of cash and investments in the Municipal Fund as at 30 June 2025 is $6,576,581 and Restricted Cash 
amount to $67,230,636. 

54 The net movement for the month is an increase of $635,898. 

55 It has been forecasted that Total Cash and Investment as at 30 June 2025 will be above the original budget of 
$27,205,790 by $22,894,626. 

Statement of Financial Activity (refer Attachment 5) 

56 The Statement of Financial Activity combines information from other report to include Operating Revenue and 
Expenditure, Capital Income and Expenditure, and transfers to and from reserves. 

57 The explanation of material variances can be found in the paragraphs under the "Statement of Comprehensive

Investment Report (refer Attachment 6) 

58 Term deposits valued at $13,000,000 matured during June 2025 and the entire amount was reinvested into 
further term deposits. 

Red Hill Tonnages - Member Councils 

 

59 Tonnages received from Member Councils at Red Hill Waste Management Facility were 116,989 tonnes 
compared to the budget of 54,616 tonnes. 
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60 This compared with 107,387 tonnes in the previous corresponding period. The main variance is due to additional 
FOGO tonnages received from Shire of Mundaring and City of Swan. 

61 The additional tonnages were also received from member Councils due to the delay in the East Rockingham 
Waste to Energy project. 

Red Hill Tonnages – Total Tonnages 

 

62 Total Red Hill tonnages received from all sources were 335,122 tonnes compared to the budget of 252,633 
tonnes. The current percentage between commercial customers and member Council is 65.09% and 34.91% 
respectively. 

63 Over the same period in 2023/2024 tonnages received from all sources totalled 362,000 tonnes.

BACKGROUND 

1 It is a requirement of the Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996 (r.34) that a Local 
Government is to prepare and present to Council financial reports in such a form as the Local Government 
considers to be appropriate. 

2 Submitted to each meeting of Council is a financial report and summaries which provide an overview of year to 
date budget performance for operating activities and capital works. Variances greater than 10% or $20,000, 
whichever is the greater, within each nature and type category on the Statement of Comprehensive Income are 
reported on in the body of the report. Also included are end of year forecasts by nature and type for operating 
activities and end of year forecasts for each capital works project. These forecasts are reviewed regularly in 
order to provide an accurate forecast of the end of year result. 

REPORT 

3 Outlined below are financial statements for the period ended 31 July 2025. Where possible the year to date 
monthly budget allocations will be reviewed in order to match the appropriate timing for the various projects 
budgeted to be undertaken. This will provide a better comparison between the year to date actual and year to 
date budget figures. 
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Statement of Comprehensive Income - Nature and Type (refer Attachment 1) 

4 The net operating result as at 31 July 2025 is an unfavourable variance of $1,151,364 (439.37%) against budget. 
The following information is provided on key aspects of Council’s year to date financial performance: 

Operating Income Actuals for the Year A favourable variance of 739,281 (20.69%) 
 End of Year Forecasts As per budget – not yet due to be reviewed. 

 

Operating Income Variances not previously reported to Council 

5 Net User Charges of $3,630,518 is above the budget by $658,669 (22.16%). The variance is attributed to higher 
commercial tonnages received than anticipated. 

6 Interest on Municipal Cash Investments of $95,769 is above the budget by $82,523 (623.01%) due to the higher 
investment rate achieved (4.55% average interest vs 3.25% budgeted) and higher available funds for 
investments. 

7 Interest on Restricted Cash Investments of $155,844 is above the budget by $53,563 (52.37%). The variance is 
attributed to a higher balance in Restricted Cash Investments. 

8 Reimbursement is $24,109 (15.46%) below the budget primarily due to decreased reimbursement income from 
Mundaring and Baywaste resulting from lower expenditure incurred in these projects. 

9 Other Income is below the budget by $31,992 (15.74%) attributed to lower income from the sale of landfill gas. 

10 There were no further significant Operating Income variances as at 31 July 2025. 

Operating Expenditure Actuals for the Year An underspend variance of $198,617 (5.91%) 
 End of Year Forecasts As per budget – not yet due to be reviewed. 
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Operating Expenditure Variances not previously reported to Council 

11 Contract Expenses is $66,647 (10.98%) lower than the budget. The variance is due to lower consulting fees 
spent ($36,502) and lower contract material and labour expenses spent for Red Hill Class III (24,983) compared 
to the budgeted amounts. 

12 Material Expenses of $75,428 is $23,517 (23.77%) lower than budget of $98,945 due to the timing of variance 
projects from different business units. Areas where the expenditures are lower than budget for various business 
units include the Office of the CEO ($6,349), Business Support ($3,713), Sustainability ($100) and Operations 
($13,355).  

13 Fuel Expenses of $125,666 is $46,768 (27.12%) below the budget. The variance is attributed to reduced plant 
utilisation resulting in lower fuel expenditure. 

14 Depreciation Expenses of $472,627 is $83,577 (15.03%) below the budget. The major variance relates to the 
delay in acquiring the plant resulting in lower depreciation expenses for the period.  

15 Provision Expenses is above the budget by $47,159 (23.87%). The main reason for this variance is the increased 
Class III tonnages received which has resulted in higher provisions for Post Closure Site Rehabilitation and 
Environmental Monitoring being required. 

16 There were no further significant Operating Expenditure variances as at 31 July 2025. 

Other Comprehensive Income Actuals for the Year Nil 
 End of Year Forecasts Nil 

17 There were no significant Other Comprehensive Income variances as at 31 July 2025. 

Capital Expenditure Statement (refer Attachment 2) 

Capital Expenditure Actuals for the Year An underspend variance of $145,205 
 End of Year Forecasts As per budget – not yet due to be reviewed. 

 

Capital Expenditure Variances 

18 An underspent variance of 145,205 existed as at 31 July 2025 when compared to the budget of $11,081,401. 
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19 Capital expenditure totalling $32,775 with the major capital expenditure being undertaken on the following: 
 Purchase FOGO Processing Plant - RHWMF - $20,170; 
 Purchase / Replace Miscellaneous  Equipment - HRRP - $10,364; and 
 Relocate Garden Organics Processing area - RHWMF - $2,242; 

20 This is offset by the reversal of accrued expenses amount of $46,980 resulting in a deficit of $14,204 on the 
Capital Expenditure Statement at the end of the month. 

21 As end of year forecasts are yet to be reviewed, the forecast balances as at 31 July 2025 are as per the budget 
estimates. 

Statement of Financial Position (refer Attachment 3) 

22 The Statement of Financial Position shows the overall impact of actual balances compared with budget 
provisions and end of year forecasts for operating and capital works activities. 

23 Total Equity as at 31 July 2025 at $178,384,452 showing an increase of $1,151,364 from the equity of 
$177,233,088 as at 30 June 2025. The increase is from a surplus result on the Comprehensive Income Statement 
as at 31 July 2025. 

24 It has been forecasted that Total Equity as at 30 June 2025 will be below the original budget of $160,635,222 by 
$5,080,065. 

Statement of Cash and Investments (refer Attachment 4) 

25 The level of cash and investments in the Municipal Fund as at 30 June 2025 is $6,576,581 and Restricted Cash 
amount to $67,230,636. 

26 The net movement for the month is a decrease of $2,134,844. 

27 As end of year forecasts are yet to be reviewed, the forecast balances as at 31 July 2025 are as per the budget 
estimates. 

Statement of Financial Activity (refer Attachment 5) 

28 The Statement of Financial Activity combines information from other report to include Operating Revenue and 
Expenditure, Capital Income and Expenditure, and transfers to and from reserves. 

29 The explanation of material variances can be found in the paragraphs under the "Statement of Comprehensive 
Income - Nature and Type" section. 

Investment Report (refer Attachment 6) 

30 Term deposits valued at $39,500,000 matured during July 2025 and the entire amount was reinvested into further 
term deposits. 
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Red Hill Tonnages - Member Councils 

 

31 Tonnages received from Member Councils at Red Hill Waste Management Facility were 3,302 tonnes compared 
to the budget of 3,152 tonnes. 

32 This compared with 9,712 tonnes in the previous corresponding period. The main variance is due to the change 
in number of member councils. 

Red Hill Tonnages – Total Tonnages 

 

33 Total Red Hill tonnages received from all sources were 26,165 tonnes compared to the budget of 20,112 tonnes. 
The current percentage between commercial customers and member Council is 87.38% and 12.62% 
respectively. 

34 Over the same period in 2024/2025 tonnages received from all sources totalled 28,112 tonnes.

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14.5 DIVIDEND DISTRIBUTION POLICY 
 
D2025/17312 

PURPOSE OF REPORT 

The purpose of this report is to consider a formal position for the EMRC to adopt a process for the direct distribution of a 
portion of its profits to its members in a systematic and financially prudent manner. 

KEY POINT(S) 

 Between June 2020, and June 2024, the EMRC has paid its members a total of $30,350,387 in direct distribution of 
surpluses in the form of Food Organics and Garden Organics (FOGO) grants and end of financial year dividend 
payments. 

 The total figure is comprised of $15,364,400 in FOGO grants and $14,985,987 in dividends. 
 These dividends occurred during a time of larger overall membership and subsequently greater throughput of waste 

tonnage at the EMRC’s facilities, which underwrote commercial operations and capital investment demands. 
 Dividends were distributed at the relevant times based on per capita equity share. 
 The Establishment Agreement (EA) of the EMRC does not detail a manner in which to distribute dividends. 
 A draft Dividend Distribution Policy has been developed for EMRC Council consideration to guide financial 

management and meet stakeholder expectations in a transparent manner. 
 The policy seeks to adopt a position of pursuing a ‘Stable Dividend’ position, which shall be distributed on the basis 

of patronage of waste service disposal service utilisation. 
 Provision in the policy has been made for both special dividends and a surplus sharing mechanism which may attract 

greater additional local government participation in the EMRC. 

RECOMMENDATION(S) 

That Council: 
1. Adopts the Dividend Distribution Policy forming attachment 1 of this report. 
2. Requests the CEO consider provision for the interim dividend distribution in line with the policy as part of the 2025-

2026 mid-year budget review.

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BACKGROUND 

1 Since June 2020, the following funds have been distributed to members of the EMRC: 

 

 

 
 

 
2 Historically funds have been distributed on per capita resident population proportion, in line with the EA clauses 

related to clause 9.4 ‘Division of Assets’ which states, inter alia, that: 
a “…any surplus funds or assets are to be distributed to the Participant in the same proportions as the 

Population of each Participant bears to the total of the Populations of all Participants” 

3 The EA has no formal provision for distribution of surpluses outside a withdrawal of a member, or the winding up 
of a continuing or new project or service. 

4 The EA Clause 8.1 ‘Contributions towards regional purposes’ however references revenue and contribution 
specifically related to the Red Hill Waste Facility, in that, inter alia: 
a “… any activity of the EMRC for a Regional Purpose, the annual contribution of each Participant towards 

the operating expenditure relating to the matter, as disclosed in the municipal fund budget of the EMRC 
for that financial year, shall, unless the Participants agree otherwise, be met from the revenue derived 
from the EMRC’s operations at the Red Hill waste facility.” 
and 

b “If a Participant does not use the Red Hill waste facility then that Participant shall meet the cost of the 
contribution as determined by the EMRC Council having regard to the proportion which the Population of 
that Participant bears to the total of the Populations of all Participants.” 

5 The link to the operation of Red Hill has been considered as a key proponent in development of the draft Dividend 
Distribution policy. 

6 The revised membership base and broad-spectrum re-casting of fees and charges including to members has 
fundamentally changed the baseline revenue of the organisation and with this revised revenue approach, 
opportunities presents to reframe how value may be derived from the business. 

REPORT 

7 Many less complex regional local governments offer discounted services up front to their members, who typically 
comprise the majority of their customer base. 

8 This has benefits of immediate perception of value, is simple, and transparent. 

9 However, for a more commercially driven entity like the EMRC, this approach can diminish value, immediately 
compress margins and,because discounts are front-loaded, make the business more vulnerable to unpredictable 
cost increases beyond operational control. The impact and therefore risk is directly proportional to how closely 
these upfront discounts align with the cost base. 

10 Discounts or setting a lower price will erode business value by lowering the return to the owners ascribing a lower 
valuation to a potential investor as it impacts the financial statements.

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11 Distributions, in the form of dividends are more common to commercial entities, and with a precedent at the 
EMRC, have the benefit of maintaining price integrity, improving organisational cash flow, and are directly 
proportional to the actual performance of the business, lowering risk to the business. 

12 Dividend distributions when pursued do have the issue of delaying financial return, are more complex for the 
company administering them, and can bring uncertainty to members if there is limited history or a guiding 
framework for their application. 

13 Both of these approaches have direct implications on the financial statements, with the latter more interpretable 
for potential external partners and investors. 

14 Given the current circumstances and complexity of the EMRC as a more commercial oriented organisation, 
distribution in the form of a dividend akin to a ‘rebate’ is proposed. 

15 The proposed Dividend Distribution policy also offers a distinct advantage in the positive signal it sends to the 
market and the public, an impact that is not immediately evident when a discount is applied. 

16 The decision to pay a dividend can be a powerful signal to the market about the company's financial health and 
future prospects, and formal adoption of a dividend policy can signal management's confidence in the EMRC's 
profitability, which would not be considered in a business with limited prospects.  

17 In the time available to develop this draft policy the EMRC administration considered two aspects of dividend 
divestment; the policy position and distribution methodology. 

18 Three dividend policy positions were considered to guide the drafting of the Policy: 
a Stable Dividend Policy: The EMRC aims to pay a consistent and predictable dividend each year, 

regardless of short-term fluctuations in earnings. The dividend is typically increased in line with the 
company's long-term growth. 

b Constant Payout Ratio Policy: The EMRC pays a fixed percentage of its earnings as dividends. This 
means the dividend amount will fluctuate directly with the company's profits, which can lead to volatility. 

c Residual Dividend Policy: The EMRC pays dividends only after all profitable investment opportunities 
have been funded. This policy prioritises growth, with dividends being a "residual" or leftover amount. 

19 After consideration, it is proposed that a stable dividend policy position be adopted directly linked to member 
service costing and utilisation.  

20 While a residual dividend, and a constant payout ratio policy were considered, debt obligations on the horizon 
and consolidation of the investment in a number of projects relative to increasing cash reserves make these less 
preferable.  

21 It is proposed that a target range for annual dividends be adopted within the policy which is directly related to the 
fees which the EMRC charge its members for its core Red Hill services. 

22 In doing so dividends have direct proportionality to fees whereby if the fee is reduced, the target dividend is 
reduced, and if the fee is increased, the target dividend is increased. 
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23 Similarly, three methods of dividend distribution were considered and modelled: 
a Ownership or pro-rata distribution methodology: This simple approach will be the same as the status quo 

of distribution of the EMRC based on equity holdings, however it is not tied to patronage of the service. 
b A volume based, patronage methodology: This approach ties dividend payment proportions to utilisation 

of the relevant service which contributes to lowering overall marginal costs of the EMRC. The more the 
service is used, the greater the share. It also links decisions to reduce services with less financial return. 

c A hybrid, cooperative methodology: Similar to the way funds in a mutual are distributed, opportunity exists 
to distribute surplus in both a volume approach and based on ownership proportions. 

24 Given that the ownership equity in the EMRC has been altered organically and not via additional outright capital 
investment it is proposed that a volume based patronage method would be the most beneficial given the current 
ownership structure. 

25 As the distribution is calculated on volume throughput for the same service, Class III waste, the distribution is 
equitable to both members and can be considered as a ‘rebate’ on that Class III service. 

26 This also represents the least complex methodology to distribute funds. 

27 A simplified example in practice is as follows: 

 

28 Council could, as part of mid-year or end-of-year budgeting and accounting, decide a figure above or below the 
target range and it would adjust accordingly. 

29 The policy also has provision for a special dividend which may be distributed via equity share on a case-by-case 
basis at the end of financial year. 

30 The policy also has provision for what is deemed ‘Associate Members’ a category of membership yet to be 
formalised but transparently signals opportunities for return on any investment or participation in the EMRC. 

31 This looks to permit a ‘surplus share’ arrangement, which should an associate member such as another local 
government formalise, would begin a transition in policy toward a hybrid model of dividend distribution. 

32 This would allow value from the EMRC to be drawn by non-member local governments depending on the level 
and tenure of their business, and opens a pathway to potential formal membership as a participating member. 

33 That value, however, will be limited to a fixed portion either in the form of a maximum share, with any additional 
dividends flowing directly to the owners, or a limited apportionment of the share of the surplus. 

34 This has been included in the policy as a provision with placeholder figures, to aid potential future membership 
discussions and may be altered at a later date or omitted from the initial policy. 
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35 Given this policy has been developed in detail, but over a short period of time, Council may choose to defer 
consideration into the future. 

STRATEGIC/POLICY IMPLICATIONS 

36 Reporting on EMRC Strategic Policy implications align with the revised Strategic Plan 2017-2027 and the 
Sustainability Strategy 2022/2023-2026/2027. 
Goal: Demonstrate Circular Economy Leadership 

Target: Enabling circular economy initiatives through advocacy networks by 2025

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS 

37 Adoption of this policy will set parameters for administration in considering a proposed interim dividend during 
the mid-year budget process, and an end of year distribution at the close of the fiscal year.  

38 This will be drawn from cash on hand and will alter future budgets accordingly.

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The formula for an individual Member's Dividend is: 

Member’s Dividend = Total Annual Dividend Pool × Total Actual Class III Tonnes from all Members Member’s Actual 
Class III Tonnes. 

3 Special Dividends 

Special Dividends will be considered separately to rebate dividends and there is no target figure for special dividends. 
Decisions regarding the declaration of special dividends are directly linked to the overall performance of the 
organisation after considering the following criteria: 

 Profitability: The company's net profit for the year. 
 Cash Flow: The company's free cash flow. 
 Capital Needs: The amount of money needed for planned investments in the next year. 
 Debt Levels: The company's debt-to-equity ratio. 
 Other Service Offerings: Cost escalations to members utilising other EMRC services. 
Special Dividends will be distributed based on ownership equity share. 

4 Distribution Schedule 

Dividends will be distributed in two payments throughout the financial year: 

 Mid-Year Interim Dividend: A modest interim dividend will be declared at the midpoint of the financial 
year. This payment will be a portion of the annual target, providing an early 
financial benefit to members. This is to be distributed following Councils 
review of its half year results and to be paid in the following quarter. 

 End-of-Year Final Dividend(s): The final dividend will be declared at the end of the financial year. This 
payment will adjust for the actual tonnes of waste provided and will bring 
the total annual dividend distribution to the target annual average. Special 
Dividends are also considered at End-of-year and will not be declared prior. 
Distribution of end-of-year and special dividends that have been declared 
will occur following the receipt of the audited full year financial report and 
to be paid in the following quarter or as soon as practicable. 

5 Surplus Sharing with Associate Members 

To foster long-term partnerships, this policy also provides opportunities for profit sharing with local governments that 
become associate members who commit significant, long-term tonnage to our facility. These partnerships are 
structured using a hybrid cooperative model, offering two distinct options: 

Tier 1: Maximum Surplus Share Arrangement 

Associate members who commit volumes over a period which aligns to construction of landfill cell tranches are able 
to participate in a maximum surplus arrangement for a set period. 

 In this model, dividend profit is shared with the associate member until their distribution value reaches the 
maximum set target of 15% of their total annual fees. 

 Once this 15% target is reached, all excess funds or profits flow to the owners of the EMRC, based on their 
equity stake. This ensures that the core body remains financially robust while still providing a significant benefit 
to our valued associate members. 
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The formulas for the Maximum Surplus Share and Excess Funds (Tier 1) are: 
Maximum Surplus Share = Associate Member’s Actual Fees × 0.15 
Excess Funds = Total Associate Member Dividend Pool − Total Surplus Share Distributed 
These Excess Funds are then distributed to owners based on their equity stake. 

Tier 2: Ownership and Patronage Hybrid 

Associate members who chose to invest up front capital in the EMRC can transition toward Participating Member 
Council’s and participate in a dividend structure where identified surplus for distribution is apportioned on a 10% 
ownership and 90% patronage basis for as long as they remain a member. 

The formula for an Associate Member's Dividend (Tier 2) is: 
Associate Member’s Dividend = (Total Associate Member Dividend Pool × 0.10 × Total Associate Member Equity 
Associate Member’s Equity Stake) + (Total Associate Member Dividend Pool × 0.90 × Total Actual Class III Tonnes 
from all Associate Members Associate Member’s Actual Class III Tonnes). 
Dividends may be utilised via a shareholder side deed to the establishment agreement of the EMRC to increase 
equity allocation through reinvestment – or a similar instrument to be determined.

8.8 ACCC B-CYCLE ACCREDITATION  
• The ACCC has granted an interim authorisation to B-Cycle to allow the product 

stewardship scheme to continue with limited levy and rebate adjustments. 
• These adjustments mean that B-Cycle can increase the Levy on battery imports by 

CPI which ensures the Schemes financial viability. The interim authorisation also 
means B-Cycle can progress the development of a new Levy arrangement 
including eco-modulated fees.   

• WALGA supported the request by B-Cycle, based on the ongoing benefit the 
Scheme is providing. Although noting that there is work being done in NSW on a 
mandatory product stewardship scheme.  

8.9 EMERGENCY WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN TEMPLATE***  
• WALGA, working with the Department of Fire and Emergency Services and Local 

Government, has developed a Template Emergency Waste Management Plan.   
• The aim of the Plan is to provide a way for Local Governments to think through, at a 

high level, the likely types of waste that could be generated from an event and 
consequent considerations and management options.  

• In 2017-18 WALGA, with funding from Natural Disaster Resilience Program, 
undertook a comprehensive review of the legislation and operational environment 
to identify how Local Governments could better plan for, and manage, waste 
generated from emergency events.  

• Building on that work, a Template (attached) has been developed with input from 
the WALGA Emergency Management Team, DFES, the Shires of Broome and Cities 
of Greater Geraldton and Bunbury. The Template has information included (light 
blue text) from the Shires of Broome and City of Greater Geraldton to show the 
intended content. Once the Template is finalised, the document and training will be 
provided to the sector.  

• It is intended that the completed plan will be attached to the Local Emergency 
Management Arrangement (LEMA). Still to be determined is where the Template 
will be hosted, as DFES is generating a range of resources. 

8.10 LOCAL GOVERNMENT CHARGES FOR WASTE MANAGEMENT 
• The Waste Avoidance and Resource Recovery Act (WARR Act) provides Local 

Governments with two options to charge for waste management (waste collection 
rate (S.66) and receptacle charge (S.67)). Local Governments can also include 
waste costs within general rates. 
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• Historically Local Governments have included waste charges in general rates 
because to ensure the Pensioner Rebate could be applied. However, with the rebate 
being capped this is now less of a consideration.  

• In response to a WALGA AGM Motion, it was identified there is a growing need for 
Local Governments to be transparent in their financial management and the 
separation of waste management fees from general rates to be a move towards 
best practice.  

• However currently there is not any guidance (aside from the high-level legislative 
information) regarding what to include in the waste service rate or receptacle 
charge.  

• Feedback from the Officers Advisory Group indicated that there is significant 
variability in what Local Governments include in their waste fees and charges. It 
was not considered a high priority at this time.
